FIRST READING: Deuteronomy 8:1-10

“The whole commandment that | command you today you shall be careful to do, that you
may live and multiply, and go in and possess the land that the Lord swore to give to your
fathers. 2And you shall remember the whole way that the Lord your God has led you these
forty years in the wilderness, that he might humble you, testing you to know what was in
your heart, whether you would keep his commandments or not.3And he humbled you
and let you hunger and fed you with manna, which you did not know, nor did your fathers
know, that he might make you know that man does not live by bread alone, but man lives
by every word that comes from the mouth of the Lord. *Your clothing did not wear out on
you and your foot did not swell these forty years. >’Know then in your heart that, as a man
disciplines his son, the Lord your God disciplines you.®So you shall keep the
commandments of the Lord your God by walking in his ways and by fearing him. "For
the Lord your God is bringing you into a good land, a land of brooks of water, of fountains
and springs, flowing out in the valleys and hills, 2a land of wheat and barley, of vines and
fig trees and pomegranates, a land of olive trees and honey, °a land in which you will eat
bread without scarcity, in which you will lack nothing, a land whose stones are iron, and
out of whose hills you can dig copper.

8Finally,
brothers, whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is just, whatever is pure,
whatever is lovely, whatever is commendable, if there is any excellence, if there is anything
worthy of praise, think about these things. *What you have learned and received and heard
and seen in me—practice these things, and the God of peace will be with you. °I rejoiced
in the Lord greatly that now at length you have revived your concern for me. You were
indeed concerned for me, but you had no opportunity. !Not that | am speaking of being in
need, for | have learned in whatever situation | am to be content. 2l know how to be
brought low, and | know how to abound. In every circumstance, | have learned the secret
of facing plenty and hunger, abundance and need. *3| can do all things through him who
strengthens me.

GOSPEL READING: Matthew 6:25-32

2“Therefore | tell you, do not be anxious about your life, what you will eat or what you will
drink, nor about your body, what you will put on. Is not life more than food, and the body
more than clothing? 26Look at the birds of the air: they neither sow nor reap nor gather
into barns, and yet your heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not of more value than
they? 2And which of you by being anxious can add a single hour to his span of life? 22And
why are you anxious about clothing? Consider the lilies of the field, how they grow: they
neither toil nor spin, 2yet | tell you, even Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed like one
of these. 3%But if God so clothes the grass of the field, which today is alive and tomorrow is
thrown into the oven, will he not much more clothe you, O you of little faith? 3!Therefore
do not be anxious, saying, ‘What shall we eat?’ or ‘What shall we drink?’ or “‘What shall we
wear?’ 32For the Gentiles seek after all these things, and your heavenly Father knows that
you need them all.
